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WHITLEY SCHOOL

As far as the records show Whitley School on county trunk X near

Highway 142 was started in 1868. The subjects consisted of reading,

language, spelling, writing, arithmetic, social studies, science,

health and safety, music, art and physical education.

There were approximately 12 to 15 children. The school day con-
sisted of six hours; (9:00-12:00)-(1:00-4:00). School started the
term in September and closed in May. Some children took winter

terms and summer terms. The children's transportation to school

was to walk or if raining, they took a horse.

If the teacher was absent a substitute would take her place. In
the records found of the school board's meetings, a female teacher
would be employed. The teacher's wages throughout the year was

$120.00.

Punishments were to stay in at recess or to do extra work. The
school was not warm, it was heated by a stove. The school was

located in district 9.

Here is some accounts included in the reports:

1868~ The teacher's wages were $120.00., John Wadsworth became
treasurer for the next vaears. There would be 4 months of winter
school and 3 months of summer school. It was voted that a female
teacher be employed.

1869-Avis Foxwell became the teacher for 4 months for the sum

of $30. ILand work was done.
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1870-Two new back houses were built. John Willmore dug a new well.
1875-The teacher is William M. Smith. He will teach a term of 3
months for the sum of twenty-two dollars. John Ramsden was elected
treasurer‘for 3 years. There will be 4 months of school in winter,
3 in summer,

1877-The teacher is Martha Leach. She teaches for 3 months for the
sum of seventeen dollars. District clerk is Thomas Whitley.

1878-A new schoolhouse is built. Mr. R. Blackburn, T. Whitley, and
M. Bpers will build a 22' X 32' or smaller school out of brick, with
6 windows. The o0ld school house is sold to Mr. Vice for $14.75.
Henry Swanz is the clerk.

1886-John Murdock was elected chairman, Robért Blackburn was elected
director for 3 years. Thomas Whitley furnishes 3 cords of dry wood
and cut for the stove for $13.50. There was 6 months of school, 4
winter, 2 summer. They decided to build a suitable woodshed. They
destroyed all o0ld books and papers that were no longer needed.
1891-1t was decided to build the new schoolhouse out of brick.
1899-Mat Epers was elected chairman. It was decided to have 8 months
of school. They bought wood from Harry Whitley. Four cords of
second growth for $14.00.

1915-The teacher was Ethelwymm Ogden. The clerk was Albert

Murdock. Thomas Whitley was elected treasurer for 3 years. 1t was
decided to have 8 months of school. The school house was painted.

A 3 foot concret walk was put in. It was voted for more land. Lt

lost, 7-13.

The school was then moved to Wickman's Shady Nook mobile home park.

On account of the Bong Air Base, most of the children from the park
went to the school. The Bong Air Base was started in about 1955.
Many farms would be crushed by earthmovers for the new base. The
Air Base was named after Wisconsin's flying ace of World War II,
Major Richard Bong of Poplar, Wisconsin. Bong was bogged down in
years of litigation and discussion. The decision finally was made
for a new recreation centef under the supervision of the Department

of Natural Resources.

Twenty five families worked on the Bong Air Base. Most of the child-
ren were children of the construction workers. Because of the Bong
Air Base coming into the area, Whitley School was moved to Wickman's
Trailer Park. The school was made out of a converted school bus
which was owned by the conservation club of Kenosha. The school
bus was parked in Shady Nook Trailer Park. The teacher was Mrs.
Allyn Geary of Kenosha . Some children rode bicycles to school,
although their trailers are only a few feet from the converted bus.
Because of cramped conditions the chiidren are split up into morn-
ing and afternoon classes. Recess is limited to five minutes.

Books and equipmeht has been borrowed from the Union Grove Normal

School. Desks and tables have been installed in the bus.

Suddenly the bus became crowded. A house trailer became a school
for twenty one pupils. The trailer is a 50' by 10' trailer. The
trailer was heated with two thermostatically controlled oil burners.
Mrs., Allyn Geary, who taught the six grédes of the school, total-
ing twenty one pupils, said,"the mobile schoolhouse is efficient,
confortable and with a few minor adjustments will be completely

functional."
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The Bong Air Base shut down in October of 1958, after alot of hard
work and at a cost to the tax-payers of 15 million dollars. Today
the base is a wildlife resort. Many people left their homes when
the Bong Air Base was under construction. There were no houses

built on the Bong, because, of the government's plan to reserve it

for wildlife.

The history of Fox School really involves 2 different
schools. The first school didn't have a2 name except
to be called the little red school house. The second
school was Fox School.
he 1little red school house was located one-half mile
north of the intersection of EW and NN. It was abandon-
ed about 185%; and the reason for this is unknown.
After the 1little red school house was abandoned, the
children had to go to school in Brighton, at a school
building across from 5t. Francis Xavier parish school.

This was quite a walk for the children since it was two

miles farther. The narents wanted zanother school farther

south because of this. There was a lot of trouble con-
cerning the new location for a school., Finally the
school building was sold and the people organized School
District No. 7. Tﬁey decided to put the schocl building
at the four corners and leased 2 pilece of land eight
rods by ten rods in the Northwest corner of the North-
west quarter of Section 36 Township N&. 2 North, Range
No. 20 Xast, for a consideration of 375 from Yalter H.
McVicar, in Jan. 1885. Thig new school wag Fox School.
The land was leased for school purposes only,and after
the school vear in 1945-46, which was its last vear, it

was sold and the land lease was reverted.



Among the first teachers of Fox School were Miss Wealor

and Migs Gallager, The children were taught geography,

reading, language, spelling, arithmetic, art, music,
and‘history. When the teacher warn't there or was
gick, the children got a day off,

The term went from-about Sept. 5th to June 1st, with
weeks off for Christmas. The school day was 7 or &
hours long.

Fox 8chool was a 1 room school, the room measuring
about 18 feet by 30 feet. It was heated by a pot be
furnace, and in winter the end of the room where the
pot belly was was war%, and the other end was cold.
The children had to walk to schqol every day. . Some
of them had to carry water to school because there w
no well,

Bvery child had his own chore. Some of them carried
wood or coal for the furnace, which the teacher too
of. Other children carried water to gchool.

When a child was naughty, he got one of three punigh
ments. He had to stay in for recess, or noon hour,
stay after school, which closed at 4 pm., or write a
punishment 100 times, whichever the teacher chose.
Bvery Christmas the children gave a nlay for their

parents.
